Brief Description of Proposed Action:

Green Chimneys School for Little Folk wishes to expand their culinary school located at the Boni Bel Farm property at 301 Doansburg Road. The
project will include the construction of a new Culinary School building, Eating Pavilion, and Learning Deck. In addition, there will be a widened asphalt
driveway, parking areas and access to the existing and proposed buildings, and a new septic system to service the new buildings. The property resides
in the R-60 and R-160 zoning district and is approximately 37.3 +/- combined acres. The intended use of the Culinary School is to continue the existing
vocational food service training for which the property is currently being utilized for. Other uses onsite pertain to the existing country store which sells
crops within the agricultural crop land areas and an onsite caretakers’ farm house which is proposed to be removed. The property has agricultural
status with New York State and therefore, is partially exempt from some setback restrictions to impervious surfaces as defined in the NYCDEP
regulations. There are onsite NYSDEC and town regulated wetlands and a stream onsite. Disturbance is proposed within the NYSDEC adjacent area
and the town controlled area for stormwater management; however, no disturbance is proposed within the wetland or stream proper.
